Component 1: Exploring music products and styles 

Learning Aim A: Demonstrate 
an understanding of styles of 
music 
 
Students gain knowledge 
and understanding of how 
musical elements have been 
used to create compositional 
features that typify the styles 
of music studied. After 
researching these styles, 
students then put together 
presentations to demonstrate 
their knowledge.

For each style, students also learn the 
key sonic features of instrumentation, 
texture, timbre and production.
