ear 9 German Curriculum Overview

Rationale for Year group & SKkills: in German students will undertake three lessons per fortnight. During lessons, students will continue to develop their
vocabulary and the key literacy skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing from Year 7 and 8. Students will become more creative with their German language. They will
study topics, such as: music and fashion, TV and film, technology and relationships with friends. There will be a focus on becoming confident with three tenses: past, present
and future. They will explore German-speaking styles of music, singers and groups.

Topic 1 - Music

Knowledge

Students will be able to discuss music and favourite
singers and bands, talk about what they and others
do in their free time, understand separable verbs
and use a variety of time phrases. A wider range of
opinion phrases, including negatives, will be taught
and students will be able to justify their opinions
applying a variety of new structures.

Skills

In every lesson, students develop their speaking,
reading, listening and writing skills. Students will be
able to identify distractors. They will also apply
new grammatical structures in both written and
spoken work.

Assessment:

1 Students will complete a listening
comprehension task on the topic of
music.

2 They will also complete a writing
task on the topic of music and
present tense verbs, possessive
pronouns and opinions.

Topic 2 : Film and technology

Students will discuss films and provide opinions as
well as reasons, describe their favourite actor and
talk about future intentions about films. They will
compare types of film and develop their
understanding of the comparative and the
superlative. Students will describe their activity on

social media, compare different types of media and

discuss how media has changed over time. They

will also describe how they use mobile phones and

what you can and should not do. They will build
confidence in tense formation.

Skills

In every lesson, students develop their speaking,
reading, listening and writing skills. Students will
develop their skills for translation from German
into English as well as English into German. They
will learn to recognise differences in word order.

Topic 3 : Relationships

Knowledge

Students will build on previous learning and extend
description of friends, design a profile for internet
dating, discuss an ideal friend and talk about
problems with friendships.

Skills

focus on phonics and pronunciation of set
language patterns. They will also speak with some
prepared language and with some spontaneity.

Knowledge

tense. They will firstly focus on regular verbs in the
past, then will recognise irregular verbs and finally
they will be able to form questions in the past.
They will use creative language to describe a party
in the past tense and write a gossip column.

Skills

In every lesson, students develop their speaking,
reading, listening and writing skills. Students will
focus on writing skills to form a text in the past
tense. They will be able to identify the difference in
past tense word order.

Research how people celebrate birthdays in
German-speaking countries. Also how they
celebrate other festivals.

Assessment:

Students will complete a translation
assessment of questions and
answers in the past tense.
