
 

Year 11 German Curriculum Overview 
Rationale for year group & skills: In German students will undertake 5 lessons per fortnight. The Year 11 curriculum is designed to develop confidence 
and provide skills, such as; communication, teamwork and resilience. Students continue to be curious about the language and be respectful and tolerant of the differences in 
culture in German-speaking countries. Language learning is a positive and rewarding experience, relevant to the needs of each student. Lessons incorporate the four skills of 
listening, speaking, reading and writing. The topics studied include; jobs, careers, charity and volunteering work, holidays, health and the environment /social issues.

Topic 1: Jobs, careers, charity and volunteering 
work 
 
Knowledge: 
Students will give opinions and reasons about 
different professions, express future intentions. 
They will look at job adverts and how to apply for 
jobs.  
 
Students will discuss reasons for learning 
languages and understand how beneficial they are 
in the world of work. They will discuss charity work 
and volunteering.  
 
Students will develop their knowledge of different 
tenses and complex structures. 
 

Assessment:  
 
Speaking Mock -October 
 
1   Students will complete a speaking 
exam – covering a role-play, a photo 
card and conversations on two 
topics, including theme 3 – school 
and jobs.

They will also develop spontaneous speech for the 
conversation section.  
Students will continue to understand target grade 
structures needed for written work and develop 
translation skills, English into German.  
 
Wider experiences: 
Students will understand the world of work and 
the value of languages.   
 
Students will also continue with CIAG – careers in 
MFL. 
 
They will complete a research project on careers 
and job adverts.

Knowledge: 
Students will describe holiday accommodation. 
They will explain how they travel and talk about 
problems on holiday, including health. They will 
discuss activities in different weather and seasons.

Students will respond to written or 
spoken stimuli to answer 
comprehension questions on all AQA

60 minutes every fortnight.

Students will also consider the impact of tourism 
on holiday destinations and compare mass tourism 
to eco-tourism. They will revisit the town topic, 
looking at a tourist town / city in a German-
speaking country and compare different 
destinations.  
 
Skills: 
In every lesson, students develop their speaking, 
reading, listening and writing skills. Students will 
develop transactional language for booking 
accommodation and complaining about holidays. 
They will develop their translation skills, both from 
German into English and English into German.  
 
Wider experiences: 
 
Students will also continue with CIAG – careers in 
MFL. 
 
Students will complete a research project on a 
tourist destination in a German-speaking country.  

GCSE topics from a past reading and 
listening paper.  They will be 
assessed on their knowledge of 
vocabulary, grammar and 
translation.  
 
Writing exams 
 
Foundation tier – a photo card task, 
a 40 word task, a translation of five 
sentences and a 90 word task.  
Higher tier – a 90 word task, a 150 
word task and a small paragraph to 
translate. (3 topics)

Exam skills.
