Year 10 Photography Curriculum Overview 2023 - 2024

Rationale: The AQA Photography curriculum is a holistic two year course with two components;
Component 1 (Coursework) worth 60% of total mark
Component 2 (Externally Set Assignment) worth 40% of total mark.

Assessment Objectives — GCSE Art & Design —( Photography) Holistic means the students are assessed on all four assessment objectives in combination:-
Assessment Objective 1 - AO1- Develop ideas through investigations, demonstrating critical understanding of sources.

Assessment Objective 2 - AO2- Refine work by exploring ideas, selecting and experimenting with appropriate media, materials, techniques and processes.
Assessment Objective 3 - AO3- Record ideas, observations and insights relevant to intentions as work progresses in Photographic and written form.
Assessment Objective 4 - AO4- Present a personal and meaningful response that realises intentions and demonstrates understanding of visual language.

All students in Year 9 will have been introduced to the formal elements in Photography through our Foundation course. Our GCSE curriculum encourages
students to become more independent in Year 10, allowing students to choose varied Photographers to study as well as materials, processes and techniques
to explore and experiment with.

In Y10 students will be working in a digital sketchbook (Powerpoint) and using TEAMS and Microsoft APPS to store, share and view their resources. Students
will start their research around a common starting point which will later allow for them to branch out and explore their own ideas. They will take influence
from other Photographers and sources, create Photographic responses to their work and then develop more personal shoots based on what they have learnt
so far. There will be a focus on skill development and starting to show some ‘expertise’ in a particular area. This will culminate during the summer term in
creating their first ‘Outcome’ piece for this project.

Working independently and completing set homework tasks is essential for success on this course. There are opportunities to come and use the studio
facilities both in the school day and in afterschool clubs where PCs are available as well.

Autumn
Term

Students will be introduced to their overview main project title ‘Light’ and after initial investigations will refine their theme into a
subsection considering themes such as Low light, Shadows, Flash, Dramatic etc. They will then complete research into Photographers
and create Photographic responses to their work developing skills, techniques and their own ideas.

AUTUMN 1

Students will complete initial
research into the theme of Light
and create moodboards and
mindmaps to illustrate this. They
will then explore a range of initial
shoots using varied techniques.
These will be presented in their
Digital Sketchbooks.

Students will then choose a
specific theme to investigate
throughout their project and
complete a detailed ‘Statement of
Intent” using clear and accurate
Photographic language.

Photographer Research 1 —This
section will encourage the student
to look in depth at a relevant
Photographer to inform their own
image creation. The focus could be
on context, skills or use of media.

FAR 1

The first assessment will consider
the Statement of Intent. A piece of
writing where the student explains
in depth why and how they are
going to conduct their project.
Assessment focus will be on the
written aspect and using key
Photographic language in the
correct context.

Weekly verbal feedback to all
students to inform progress.

1. Complete initial research slides with image and text. Complete
Statement of Intent using clear Photographic language
2. Complete DIRT actions from FAR 1
3. Extend and refine Photographic response shoot

Autumn 2

Photographer Research 2 —
Students will now choose their
second Photographer/Source to
research. Again the student to
look in depth at a relevant
Photographer to inform their own
image creation. The focus could be
on context, skills or use of media.
They will analyse work, create a
shoot plan then shoot and refine
images.

Developmental shoots. Students
will take part in mini workshops in
Photoshop/lighting/hand
manipulation techniques to inform
planning for Developmental
shoots. Students will then have
time to complete two formal
shoots plus refinements as
needed.

FAR 2

Marking of Photographer Research
and Response shoots 1. This will
help to inform the next
Photographer Research section.
Focus on written annotation and
use of keywords, shoot quality and
sketchbook layout/organisation.

Weekly verbal feedback to all
students to inform progress.

Homework
Compulsory —

Complete Actions from FAR marking. This then must be seen to
effect and influence the quality of the next Photographer Research
section.

Complete Refining shoot for Photographer Research 2.
Independently research areas to focus on in developmental shoots.

Spring
Term

practitioners. They will also complete their third Photographer/Source of Research which will again inform a response shoot and further developmental

shoots.
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Spring 1

Students will take part in a series
of formal workshops to include
light painting, coloured lighting,
varied Photoshop skills and further
hand manipulation techniques to
inform current work. From these
they will plan their workshop
response shoots and refining
shoots following that.

FAR 3

Review of workshop techniques and
FAR based on how students can
improve on these techniques.
Allocated studio DIRT time to make
improvements to shoots.

e Complete Mid Term Review with a focus on using appropriate and
relevant photographic language

Optional - Enrichment Opportunities
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After this they again will prepare a
response shoot plan then shoot
and refine images.

All students will create a Mid Term
Review where they consider their

progress so far and what they now
want to focus on to move forward
into their outcomes.
