ear 7 Music Curriculum Overview

Rationale: Music is studied by all students in Year 7 which they undertake once a week. The Year 7 Music curriculum is practical and designed to give students an introduction
to Music where they learn the basic elements of Performing, Composing, Sequencing and Listening. As part of the course we develop their collaboration skills within the group
to create an effective group ensemble and complete activities that help them to build their confidence and resilience.

This unit of work builds on the work from Autumn |
and continues to develop collaboration skills and
performing skills. Students focus on the musical
element of pitch. Students sing through and learn
the famous step melody theme ‘Ode To Joy’, they
then learn to play this theme on the keyboard
focussing on correct keyboard technique. Next,
students sing through and learn the famous leap
melody ‘Somewhere Over The Rainbow’, they then
learn to play this theme on the keyboard focussing
on correct keyboard technique. This helps students
build their knowledge of Pitch.
